RELATIONAL (EasyWorship heading on screen). Communion and Remembrance Sunday

Communion is served:  CHRIS HARRISON to explain the procedure with communion and flowers for Remembrance.  Also to remind them that this is a time of contemplation and prayer and to use the words/music to enable that process.
